After 
helping to “Harvest the Plains” your students will :
^identify at least 3 tribes who built earth lodges
^ describe at least 3 varieties of Pawnee or Hidatsa  

corn, beans and squash
^compare food storage of Native Americans and 

Settlers in Nebraska Territory during the 1860’s
^describe how corn was a medium of exchange 

between some tribes
^ contrast traditional and modern farming methods  

in Nebraska
^compare the life of a Pawnee woman to a Euro-

American woman of the same time period
